	What went well? Why?

(refer to the learners, learning outcomes and stage aims, lesson procedures, tasks / activities and materials)
	Checking what learners have already known is not just warming up. All the ss were involved and I saw they felt more confident after that simple activity. Ss practiced integrated skills and participated in discussions successfully. The pace of the lesson was rather high but reasonable. The hand-outs helped a lot not to waste time. The ss liked to do mingle activity while walking around, sang along, checked and helped each other. There was an element of competition while writing a song. It gave them the sense of achievement and they had fun at the lesson. I had very limited speaking time, so my ss had much more opportunities to speak. They were less depending on the teacher and work cooperatively to achieve the results. The lesson was engaging for the learners to share responsibility for the learning process. They liked the song and had fun creating their own ones.  

	What didn’t go well? Why?

(refer to the learners, learning outcomes and stage aims, lesson procedures, tasks / activities and materials)
	It was not enough time to discuss all the questions by every S who wants to say something on the point. Some Ss lapse into Russian being too emotional making common decisions what to ask about.

	What changes will I make next time? Why?
	I will provide Ss more time to prepare the answers by asking them to write not 5 (as the textbook task) but 3 questions. That will be enough. Besides, I will change the order of the tasks and ask them to write the song at the end of the lesson to calm them down after mingle activity. Probably, I will ask ss to record their songs at home and to present them at the following lesson not to sing them at once.

	Dear Irina
The lesson itself is a logical series of activities, the materials used are appropriate for the learner group, the procedures are communicative and interactive. However, the planning stage does not correlate with what the lesson suggests. I’d recommend that you revise the learning outcomes to reflect what language the learners are expected to learn, what language skills they are expected to practice, what topical area the learners operate in, how well do you expect them to perform. The song is the output of the lesson but not the outcome. The refocusing of the lesson will then require some changes in the reflection section. 

The description of the new idea is OK, the lesson plan does not need to be changed, neither do the materials. 
Looking forward to the developed version.
