Goes around and helps with vocabulary, but encourages Ss to help each other.
Shows the worksheets with flashcards on the screen for Ss to check if they are right in matching.

	For Ss to practice reading for details skills.

	Gives the instructions and hands out the worksheets 3 for every group of 4 Ss.

	Ss read the sentences in the worksheet 3 and circle the correct answers.

	Follow up: 
T leads the discussion: 

1. Which of the jobs from the song would you like to do when you grow up?

2. What would you like to do when you grow up?

3. What do you think is the best job in the world?

4. What jobs do the people in your family do? 

	Ss discuss and answer the questions.

Ss sing the song again (if time)
	Class discussion
	For Ss to practice the oral speech on the topic and learn the discussion skills.

	At home: 

T explains the task:

Why don't you interview a member of your family about their job and then tell us all about it? 

Here are some questions you could ask them:

	What went well? Why?

	I invited my colleagues to watch the lesson. Everybody noted that the students were extremely enthusiastic during the whole lesson (40 min). The students worked cooperatively and sang the song because they really liked it: music, lyrics and the video. I think it was a successful lesson because the topic was interesting for kids, they had already known some words (jobs), they could guess some new words and they learnt new things. They liked to do different activities like a kind of snap game (matching the pictures to the words), singing along, checking and helping each other. There was an element of competition because some teams were faster. It gave them the sense of achievement and they had fun at the lesson. They asked if they could take their hand-outs with them and if we were going to sing that song again the next class. 



	What didn’t go well? Why?

	The class was noisy. It was not enough time to discuss all the questions by every S who wants to say something on the point. Some Ss lapse into Russian.

	What changes will I make next time? Why?
	I will make cards with the questions for each group to give more support to visual learners and provide Ss more time to prepare the answers. Besides, I will make a simple chart for them to fill in while listening to the other ss. Then they will be listening to the other group more attentively because they will need information from each other.
