When the weather is like this, the best way to travel is with a team
of huskies pulling you. That’s according to people like Geoff Roland who
prefers travelling by dog sledge. ‘Huskies might not be as fast as a modern
snowmobile but they are better for the environment. The journey is also much
quieter than by snowmobile.

Some people criticise the
Iditarod because they think it’s cruel for the dogs but Geoff disagrees: ‘Huskies
are natural racers. I think they’re much happier when they’re in front of the
sledge.’
